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The Plaza on New York – A Cutting-Edge Niche in a Community Setting

Officials and dignitaries from Aurora and the surrounding area celebrated the grand-opening of The Plaza on New York, an innovative townhome and condominium community from Wiseman-Hughes Enterprises.

“This project is exciting for so many reasons,” said Wiseman-Hughes executive vice-president Jim Hughes Jr. “Pre-construction sales have been phenomenal and judging by the response today, we have every reason to believe that will continue.”

Prices for the townhomes begin in the $250,000s; projected prices for the condominiums begin in the $180,000s.
The Plaza is part of Station Boulevard, a larger residential development between Westfield Fox Valley Center and the Route 59 Metra commuter rail station. 
When Aurora city planners sat down to discuss Station Boulevard, they knew the existing site amenities, such as the adjacent shopping corridor and Metra station, would make this area a superior candidate for a new, urbanized residential community.

The Plaza on New York was just what they had in mind.

“We were please to have Wiseman-Hughes on board from the beginning,” said Bill Wiet, Aurora’s director of community development.  “They have an excellent reputation for building quality communities and I consider this project to be an integral part of our overall plan for that area.”

The community is strategically located within walking distance of the Metra station, less than a mile from Route 59, and less then three miles from I-99. In addition, a new street is being planned that will allow direct access to the Metra station.

Government officials plan to install a trolley system that will take residents to local shopping venues, such as the Fox Valley mall, and Metra Station.

“Over the past several years, the City of Aurora has worked to raise the bar on site design and planning,” said Aurora Mayor Tom Weisner. ‘The Station Boulevard project is a good example of an exciting partnership between government and homebuilders who are not afraid to think out of the box.  This development will truly serve the needs of our growing metropolitan area.”

The Plaza on New York will have 154 townhomes and 334 condos with a square footage range of  920 – 1,890. The homes will feature 2-3 bedrooms, 2-3 baths, and single and multi-story living. Each townhome will have a two-car garage and the condos will feature underground parking.

In addition to heated underground parking, the condominiums will feature luxury amenities such as stainless steel appliances, island kitchens, ceramic tile flooring in the baths and kitchen, and nine-foot ceilings. The common areas will include a gated terrace and garden area.  Each building will feature a business center, fitness room, theater, and clubroom. 


Townhomes will feature rowhome exteriors, complemented by brick facades, bay windows, and garden-view basements. These exteriors will be both warm and urban-esque.  

To get to The Plaza on New York from I-88 and Route 59, take Route 59 south about 2.5 miles to New York Street, then go west on New York Street to the sales center, which is on the north side of the street.
